Tips for showing fruit and vegetables

For any up and coming person wishing to show fruit or vegetables at our local show,
my initial advice at first would be to forget about size and concentrate on growing
quality produce. Once you have grown quality specimens, you can then select them
for the next most important criteria - uniformity.

When preparing produce for a show there are some important things to remember.
Your exhibits should be clean, blemish-free, fresh, uniform, and true-to-type. In
conclusion, good, clean and tidy fruit and vegetables that are fresh and of good size
will always put you amongst the winners.

So what are the judges locking for?

Tomato - The tomatoes should be uniform in size (60mm diameter), colour (rich
deep red), and shape. The fruits must be free of cracks, marks and damage. Stems
(calyx) should be left on anc should be green and fresh in appearance. Always try
and space your tomatoes out on the plate in an attractive way with the calyx
uppermost.

Runner Bean - Runner beans should be uniform in size and shape, as straight as
possible and of good colour, It is also important that they are not beany. At least
12mm of stem must be present on each bean. The ideal length for a runner bean is
around 350mm long. Although anything over 300mm is a good size. When
exhibiting your runner beans try and lay them out as straight as possible in a neat
format.

Beetroot — Beetroot should be smooth, uniform in size (50mm diameter), free of
cracks and rough spots. Their colour should be dark in colour and free of white
streaks. Tops should be free of disease and insect damage and are trimmed to
75mm above the shoulder of the root. It is important that the single taproot is left
intact and small side roots are removed.

Carrot - Carrots should be uniform in size (20 to 40mm in diameter). The roots must
be uniform in length, smooth and bright orange in colour. Rootlets and ripples in the
carrots are undesirable. Tops should be free of disease and insect damage and are
trimmed to 75mm above the shoulder of the root. It is important that the single
taproot is left intact.

Potato — Potato tubers should be uniform in size and shape. The size is important,
ideally medium between 170g and 200g. The shape should be uniform and true to
the variety. The tuber skins must be firm, not peeling and free of any soil. Often
there are two classes - coloured and white. Please note: white potatoes cannot be
entered in the coloured class. Always try and space your potatoes out on the plate in
an attractive way.

| would urge you read this show schedule carefully. One of the worst things that can
happen to an exhibitor is to find that the judge has left a piece of paper by his dish
with the letters N.A.S. (not according to schedule). More often than not this usually
happens because the grower has not placed sufficient quantity of a particular fruit or
vegetable in a dish, so always check the number of items required.

Vanilla Scones (makes 9)

225g self-raising flour 5fl.oz. milk

2tbsp caster sugar 2tsp vanillaextract
55g butter Beateneggto glaze
Method:

Mix the flour, sugar and a pinch of salt. Rubinthe butter to
resemble fine breadcrumbs. Mix the milk and v anilla essence and
pour into the dry mixture and mix to asticky doughw ith a spoon.
Turnonto aw ell floured surface and dust more flour ontop. With
your hand pat the doughinto asquare 1" thick. Using a floured
knife cut the doughinto 9 squares (dip the knife inthe flour after
eachcut). Glaze withthe egg and place ona baking try. Bake
200C, gas 6, for 15 mins until golden. (These scones are alittle
rough around the edges as you w ill find that keeping the dough
so soft, it is impossible to knead them.)

Rock Cakes

200g self-raising flour 75g mix ed dry fruit

Pinchsalt 1 egg, beaten

75g butter 2-3tsp milk (enoughto make a
1 tsp mixedspice stiff dough)

75g caster sugar

Method:

Sift the flour, salt and spice and rub in the butter to resemble fine
breadcrumbs. Stir in the sugar and fruit. Make a w ell in the centre and
add the egg and milk to form a stiff dough. Place small spoonfuls on a
greased baking tray inrocky heaps. Bake 200C, gas 6, for 10-15 mins.

Chocolate Fudge with Nuts

200g Continental plain choc. 100g goldenicing sugar
Y2 x 397g cancondensed milk 1 tsp vanilla extract
50g chopped pecans Caster sugar to sprinkle
Method:

Line a square tin, about 21 cmx 21 cmw ith parchment paper, creasing it
into the corners. Break the chocolate into small pieces and place in a
heatproof bow|l. Add the condensed milk and place the bow | over a
saucepan of gently simmering w ater, making sure the bow | in not in
contfact with the water. Heat gently, stirring the chocolate until
completely melted. Remove from the heat and stir in the pecans, icing
sugar and vanilla extract. Spoon the mixture into the tin and level the
surface w ith the back of aspoon. Chill for about 2 hours until the mix ture is
firm. Turn out of the fin and remove the paper. Dust the surface w iththe
caster sugar and using a sharp knife cut the fudge into small squares.

Shortbread
150g plain flour 50g golden caster sugar
100g slightly salted butter, cut Caster sugar for dredging

info cubes and softened

Method:

Rub the butterinto the flour fo resemble fine breadcrumbs, stirin the sugar.
Work the mixture together until it forms a ball. Turn out and knead briefly
until smooth. Roll and pat out on a very lightly floured surface to a 18cm
(7") round. Smooth the surface w ith your hands, carefully slide the dough
onto an ungreased baking try and flute the edges. Mark the circle into 8
friangles w ith a knife, not cutting all the w ay through. Prick the surface all
over with a fork. Bake 150C, gas 2, for about 30-35 mins or untfil cooked -
the shortbread should be very pale. While still warm, cut through the
markings and sprinkle w iththe caster sugar.

Banana and Walnut Tea Loaf

100g butter, softened 100g w alnuts, chopped
140g light muscov ado sugar 2 ripe bananas, mashed
2 eggs, lightly beaten 2 tbsp milk

2259 self-raising flour

Method:

Cream the butter and sugar and add the eggs. Set aside 25g of the
walnuts, then fold the rest into the creamed mixture with the bananasand
milk. Fold in the flour. Spoon into a greased and lined 2 Ib. loaf tinand
sprinkled over the rest of the walnuts. Bake 180C, gas 4, for 55-60 mins
until risen. Leave to cool for 10 mins before turning out.

Quiche Lorraine

100g streaky bacon Salt and freshly ground black
150 ml (apt) milk pepper
150 ml (5 fl.oz) single cream Large pinch of ground nutmeg

3 eggs, beaten

Method:

Line a 20.5 cm (8”) flan tin with the pastry. Cut the bacon into stripsand
fry in its own fat until soft but not crisp. Drain thoroughly on absorbent
kitchen paper. Place in the pastry case. Heat the milk and cream to just
below boiling point. Combine with the beaten eggs. Season to tasteand
add the nutmeg. Pour into the pastry case. Bake 200C, gas 6, for 10
mins, reduce the temperature to 170C, gas 3, and bake for afuther 3545
mins until set.
